Minutes of the meeting of the Assistant Controllers of Legal Metrology held on 19.4.2004 at 12.00 Noon at the Training Institute of the F&S Department at 11A, Mirza Ghalib Street, Kolkata-700087


Shri P. Bhattacharya, Principal Secretary of this Department chaired the meeting. 


At the outset he congratulated the Directorate that during 2003-2004 it had realised revenue of Rs.5,13,77,161/- covering 3,82,557 traders against Rs.4,40,20,234/- and 3,41,710 traders during the last financial year (2002-2003) an increase of 17% of revenue and 12% of traders covered respectively. Details are attached.

2.
From the District wise performance report it was seen that Purulia [Shri J.B.  Chongdar, ACLM] increased 58% of revenue over 2002-2003 and topped the list for the second consecutive year.  2nd was 24 Parganas (North) [Sri Sambhu Nath Mandal,ACLM] where revenue increased by 32.8%. Murshidabad [Shri Hiralal Majhi, A.C.L.M.] ranked 3rd with an increase by 32.3%. Bankura and Birbhum ranked 4th and 5th respectively. Principal Secretary praised AC Burdwan for doing such good work for Birbhum of which he held additional charge. The performance of the districts of Kolkata (North), Malda, Burdwan, Hooghly and Nadia were found not as expected.

Letters of commendation by the CLM, WB, were handed over to all the ACLMs by the Principal Secretary.

4.
During the discussions in the meeting almost all the ACLMs raised their problems regarding data input of Money Receipt in Alphanumeric Mode. They requested that there should be a password for DATA entry for each Sub-Divisional Unit separately.

5.
All the Assistant Controllers expressed their satisfaction for the cooperation & support from the District Magistrate in performing their statutory duties. They stated that a support was developed by them since last year where DMs and Sabhadipatis helped a lot. The ACLM Purulia, mentioned the sympathetic approach of the District Administration specially for allotment of vehicle for enforcement work. The ACLM Bankura viewed in the identical way. Local support from the Panchayat functionaries was also available which helped his organising camps.  He informed that there was no Night Guard at Khatra ILM Office. 

6.
It was resolved in the meeting that there should not be any fixed date and time for finalising the compounding cases.  It should be done promptly by the ACLMs concerned as and when traders approached.

7.
It was decided in the meeting that a quarterly plan had to be evolved for 2004-2005 and implemented.  This had been well implemented by Purulia and North 24 Parganas.  500% increase in compounding fines and revenue increase of 32.861%was achieved by North 24 Parganas.

8.
Tourist Lodges should be inspected in terms of the Packaged Commodities Rule 1977 and Standards of Weights and Measures (Enf.) Act, 1985 and rules framed there under.

9.
It was decided that G.O.I. should again be moved for verification of horizontal storage tank of oil companies, Railway, Industrial units by the Legal Metrology Officers of this Department in the interest of consumers by inclusion of the provision in the Enforcement Act, 1985 and Rules 1987.  

10.
Municipal Bodies should be requested through the Director Local Bodies to extend their cooperation in connection with verification and stamping of Weights and Measures in Municipal Markets and installation of Standard Balance to check weight by the Consumers.  The Assistant Directors of Local Bodies posted in the Divisional Headquarters (Chinsura, Jalpaiguri, Salt Lake) should be approached by the ACLMS for intervention. Weights and Measures in cooperatives were not being verified.  The same may be verified by the Legal Metrology Officers of this Department.

11.
The CLM,WB stated that he had instructed all ACLM to prepare a map of the inspectoral jurisdiction covering all markets, shopping complex, hotels & bars, petrol pumps and weigh bridge, Cooperatives, Oil Installations and Industries. It was resolved to include these maps as data for the GIS which has been prepared.

12.
It was decided the Ministry of Petroleum, Govt. of India be moved for payment of past arrears of Indian Oil Companies. CLM,WB should raise the demand with the individual companies immediately and inform the Department.

13.
The Controller of Legal Metrology, West Bengal requested the Officers present to take effective steps for traders coverage by inspection of Markets as per GIS  and enhancement of Govt. Revenue during the current financial year, i.e. 2004-2005, Bars, Resorts and Hotels etc. should be covered in respect of Peg Measures and Excess M.R.P. and Petrol Pumps, Railways, Port Trust, Departmental Stores should be covered during the current financial year, Which were not covered within the last financial year.

Markets
: A review of markets were conducted and to include the same in GIS.

: The CLM stated that around 28.30 lac have been realized as statutory fees in

Port Trust            accounted for all time revenue collection record for the Directorate.

Power Plants
: More than Rs.50,000 was realised from power plants and statutory fees Bottling Plants
  collected from Bottling plant & oil installations.

Hotel Bars & Restaurants :  This is a new venture.  All ACLMs did conduct the inspections for Peg measure and excess MRP-633 st peg measure were distributed to all bars in W.B. and lot of hotels & restaurants were booked for excess MRP and also 2nd offence. List of those not covered is to be prepared and ACLMs will check monthly coverage.

PMIS & CALM in LM Officers:  Thrust has been made for completion of the PMIS & CALM in LM Officers.


ACLM’s opined about the work of CALM in progress.  In some district the software was not loaded.  There was problem in entry of data regarding Book No. in DCR receipt.  Principal Secretary opined PASSWORD should be available with ACLM in every district CLM,W.B. would take the preparing problems with Director NIC.

Working Standard Balances : CLM,W.B. stated that DCCL would be sent to all district to commence this work in view of the increase of seizure to keep the accuracy of weights & Measures in tact throughout the state.

Integrated approach of the department : CLM,W.B. opined that an informal approach of  team spirit and better understanding  developed between AD & AC and all Inspectors & CWO for preparation of effective plan and effective performance in these districts.

New fields of work Taximeter: Clinical Thermometer, Tape Measure, Verification of Horizontal tanks.  Department has sent matter have been sent to Transport Deptt. for amending the rules vetted by Ld. Lr.  CLM would contact CLM  Karnataka & Hyderabad for obtaining the list of Thermometer manufactures as per letter of DLM New Delhi.  Matter regarding verification of  horizontal tanks should be taken up with DLM  New Delhi.


All necessary DATA in GIS  sent to all ACLM must be submitted by 30th April, to CLM,WB.
